One of our office buildings, christened by
my uncle, Suresh Neotia, is dedicated to
Vishwakarma's ideals. As a family, we have
always believed that in every walk of life
happiness is a fruit of which labour is the seed.
We cannot enjoy the fruit without sowing the
seed. Through the annals of Time, man has
reached the height of his glory by means
of honest toil. He saw the rolling stone and
made the wheel; he observed the burning
candle and invented the bulb; he felt the

need to communicate and designed the
telephone; he thought to stun people with
sheer wonder and erected the pyramids
and the Taj Mahal; he explored the vagaries
of the skies and paced on the moon,
overpowered the waves of the wild sea,
tore the winds and flew like a bird, reduced
the distance, imagined, contemplated and
assembled the computer, and launched
the idea of a global village.

Man neither had Aladdin’s lamp nor a
fairy arrive and wave her magic wand.
He achieved every success through
continuous struggle, exertion and effort.
Francis Bacon has famously said that in
every form of business the shortest way
was commonly the foulest, and if a man
wanted to go the fairest way it would be
the longest. Such a journey might take a
harder toll but the pleasure of the labour
involved in it and the enjoyment of the
results produced would be most genuine
and lasting.

Let us rededicate ourselves to hard work
with the blessings of Lord Vishwakarma.
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uresh Kumar Neotia, one of India’s most celebrated
industrialists, will always remain a beacon of inspiration
to the Ambuja Neotia family. A man who motivated others
by his strength and indomitable will, he was much admired
by his colleagues and friends. On his 84th birth anniversary
we look back on the life of a visionary who dared to dream.

A stalwart in the Indian corporate sector, Suresh Neotia was
former Chairman of Ambuja Cement Ltd, former Director
of the Central Board of the Reserve Bank of India and a
recipient of the Padma Bhushan, the nation’s third highest
civilian award.

Born on 8th September, 1936 into a business family,
he began his journey as an entrepreneur by setting up
Radhakrishna Bimal Kumar (RKBK) — a franchisee of Burma
Shell — with his brothers, Bimal Kumar Poddar and Vinod
Kumar Neotia.

He co-promoted Gujarat Ambuja Cements Ltd, a company
that earned the much-coveted Blue Chip status. A
businessman known for his largesse, equanimity, grit and
strategy, Suresh Neotia, was also an ardent connoisseur
of aesthetics and antiquity. He set up Jnana Pravaha, an
art museum in Varanasi, and was associated with several
social, cultural, educational and philanthropic initiatives
and institutions.

With the support of his family, he founded the much : = g“"“
acclaimed hospital, Bnhagirathi Neotia Woman and Child Care ~ Receiving the coveted Padma Bhushan
Centre, and the Cll — Suresh Neotia Centre for Excellence in
Leadership In Kolkata — two veritable landmarks in the areas
of healthcare and corporate erudition.

Five years since his sad demise in 2015, Suresh Neotia
remains forever a many-splendoured personality, combining
in himself the best qualities of an entrepreneur, an art
connoisseur, a philanthropist and a bon vivant.
